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ABSTRACT

This research aims to study belief principles and religious worships
according to Islam. It is to examine opinions of Islamic scholars regarding Hadith
Mawdu’ and analyze impacts of citing Hadith Mawdi‘ on the Faith and ‘Ibadah
Performance of Muslim Society in the five provinces of the Andaman Sea. It also
gives some recommendation for the solution. This study is a qualitative research,
collecting data by survey and interview. It analyzes data by resorting to principle of
sciences of hadith , Islamic Jurisprudence, and Tarjih. Its findings are as follows.

1. Belief Principles and Worship according to Islam is the most
important issue, which must be derived from two important sources : namely al-Quran
and al-Sunnah under which they are understood in line with the interpretation of the
Prophet’s companions and scholars of Ahl al-Sunnah. Otherwise, it is risky for
deviation towards Shirk, Bid‘ah, Kufr, and Khurafat.

2. Hadith Mawdii‘ is a hadith that is falsely claimed or understood as
a word or a story related to Prophet Mohammad #5 , but it is clearly proved from
Takrij and Tahqiq process that they are a word from other people, which is invented
intentionally for a certain purpose or is narrated from misunderstanding. Thus, Hadith
Mawdu’ is occurred to only the text (matan) as well as narration (sanad) of the hadith
. For these reasons, this hadith is not allowed to be cited as a religious sources in any
matter. It is also not a valid hadith in a true sense but rather the worst one of all
defected hadith.

3. From a study on the Faith and ‘Ibadah Performance of the Muslim
Societies in the five provinces of Andaman, it is found that there is a citation of 42
hadith Mawdii‘ and hadith da‘if jiddan, It has an impact and is wrong in many layers,
which can be classified as Shirk, Kufr, Bid‘ah, and Khurafat. In order to deal with a
citation of Hadith Mawdu’ on the Faith and ‘Ibadah Performance, it proposes 8
solutions as follows; 1) to campaign in the Muslim Societies in order to make an
awareness of the importance of Sunnah of the Prophet #, 2) to explain to the Muslim
Societies about the endeavor of the past Islamic scholars, who strived to defend
Hadith or Sunnah of the Prophet # , 3) to support learning about high and deep
levels of Hadith , 4) to organize projects and provide academic seminars among
Muslim Scholars on a danger of Hadith Mawdii‘or Fabricated Hadith, 5) to create an
awareness and provide an access to main textbooks on hadith, 6) to teach about
evaluative methods of hadith through different channels, 7) to provide textbooks,
encyclopedia, and websites about the danger of Hadith Mawdi‘ or invalid sources
and, 8) to propose to Islamic organizations to have an assertive policy for monitoring
and preventing diffusion of the belief and religious practices that are contradicted with
Islamic Principles.
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
