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Abstract

This research aimed to (1) study generality of parents’ use of “Peekaboo (Jawi-Thali
version)” story books, (2) find out results of the use of “Peekaboo (Jawi-Thai version)” story
books in terms of children’s development and family relations in the southern border provinces
contexts. This quantitative research surveyed 205 parents’ opinions on joining Modern Mothers
Wellness Promotion in Thailand 4.0 Era Project which was run by the Southern Border Youth
Creative Association. These parents were from four sub-districts in the southern border
provinces, including Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat provinces. The followings were the results
of the study.

1. Most of the parents spent their before-bed time, or after activities are finished, on
reading story books. Most of them preferred reading books to their children because of good
designs and attractive graphics. They found not having times for reading story books, and not
having interesting story books to read as obstacles and limitations for reading story books.

2. After receiving Peekaboo story books, the parents played Peekaboo with their
children every day which was more frequently. The frequency increased from 10.2% to 61.0%.
Moreover, every parents did play with their children after receiving the story book. Besides,
the parents hug their children more often, as the percentages of hugging rose from 45.9 to 80.5,
and every parents did hug their children after receiving the story book. In addition, the parents
said love to their children more. The percentages of the frequency of parents’ saying love to
their children increased from 42 to 76.1, and every parents did say love to their children after
receiving the story books.

3. The use of Peekaboo story books affected children’s development in high level. The
aspects that gained highest positive results were that (1) when hugged and played with, children
look cheerful and happy, (2) children are in good mood and joyful, and (3) when children are
talked to, they can look into parents’ eyes and at parents’ faces longer, respectively.

4. The use of Peekaboo book affected family relations in the highest level. The issues
that were greatly influenced by the use of the story books were that (1) the books made parents
spent more times with children, (2) the books gave parents knowledge about parenting, and (3)

the books motivated parents to improve themselves in parenting, respectively.
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
