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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study were 1) to study the level of the using of the
instructional media in learning and teaching 2) to study the problems of the process of
using instructional media in learning and teaching 3) to study and compare the level
of the using of the instructional media in learning and teaching based on sex, age,
religious and general education level, teaching experience, class teaching, courses,
size of the school 4) to study and compare the problems of using instructional media
based on gender, age,religious and general education level, teaching experience,
Teaching Level, core curriculum, School size and the use of media and 5) to study of
the development of the using of the instructional media in learning and teaching of
Islamic studies subject area in Islamic private schools, Chana District, Songkhla
Province.

The samples were 132 of Islamic studies teachers and three of school
administrators in Islamic private school in Chana district, Songkhla province. The
instruments were questionnaires and interviews. The statistics used for analyzing the
collected data included percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, F-test and y*

The results revealed that

1) The overall level of states of using instructional media in learning
and teaching of Islamic studies subject area in Islamic private school in Chana district,
Songkhla province found to be quite often. When considering each aspect, it was
found that the use of instructional media in material, technical activity and
procedures, tools and equipment and the building was quite often, while its use in
personal aspect was found to be occasional.

2) The overall problem of using instructional media in learning and
teaching of Islamic studies subject area in Islamic private school in Chana district,
Songkhla province, was 46.2%. When considering each aspect by arranging
frequency of the problem from the highest to the lowest level, it was found that as
follows; adaptation, or design of the media, the use of media, analysis of
characteristics of students, conducting evaluation, setting of objectives and the
response of the students, respectively.

3) In the comparison of the using of the instructional media in learning
and teaching of Islamic studies subject area in Islamic private school in Chana district,
Songkhla province based on sex, age, and the school size revealed that there were no
different levels of the use of instructional media. However, the use of instructional
media by Islamic studies teachers based on their difference in the levels of religious
education showed that their use is different in aspect of personal media and tools and
equipment with statistically significant difference at the .05 and .01. The use of
instructional media by Islamic studies teachers based on their different in levels of



general education, the result showed that their use of personal media only was
different with statistically significant differences at the .05. Their use of instructional
media based on their different in class level, the result showed their use in aspect of
personal media and the settings side was statistically significant different at the .05.
The use of instructional media by teachers based on their different in core subjects
taught, the results revealed that there was different in aspect of materials with
statistically significant difference at .01.

4) In the comparison of the problem of using instructional media in
learning and teaching by teachers who teach Islamic studies subject area in Islamic
private school in Chana district, Songkhla province based on their different in age,
teaching experience, general education and school size revealed that there is no
difference. Their problem of using the media based on their gender difference
revealed that there were different in aspect of setting objectives with statistically
significant difference at .05. Their problem of using the media based on their
difference in the level of religious education revealed that there were different in
aspect of analyzing learner characteristics and choice of adapting or designing
instructional media with statistically significant differences at .05 and .01. Their
problem of using the media based on class level taught revealed that there were
different in aspect of stipulating learmer response with statistically significant
differences at .05. However, their problem of using the media based on their different
in personal media, materials, tools and devices, technical activity and procedures, and
methods revealed that there were no different, with the exception of their use based on
the setting sides, in which the results showed that there were different in aspect of
using instructional media and the choice of adapting or designing instructional media
with statistically significant differences at .05 and .01, respectively.

5) Guidelines for development of the Islamic studies subject area in
Islamic private school in Chana district, Songkhla province are as follows; Islamic
studies subject teachers should invite external lecturer who are expert equipped with
psychological knowledge to exchange experiences in order to improve the teachers in
their teaching skills. Schools should support the budget for the procurement of
instructional media and teachers should have the ability to use new teaching materials
as well. Schools should be a safe place for learners and be an ideal landscape
conducive for teaching and learning. There should be a laboratory in each subject.
The equipment should be sufficient to be used by the teacher. The projector or TV
should be installed in each classroom and are available. There should be training for
teachers. The focus should be on teaching to develop practical skills for learners and
encourage them to use contents learned in their daily life.
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
