ABSTRACT

The study aims at the theoretical aspect of knowledge of Halal foods in Islamic law and
knowledge of Muslim family education in selecting the foods of the majesty for their children and
their importance in the Muslim family through the objective study on Halal food from infancy to pre-
puberty. To know the extent of the Muslim family's applications in selecting Halal food for their
children in the district of Maghang. In this study, the researcher reached several results, the most
important of which are: - The proportion of the applications of the Muslim family in the selection of
Halal foods for their children in the district of Mgang Yala province in the period of breastfeeding got
(77.3%) and the mean (2,32) (72.6%) and the mean (2,07). In the pre-puberty period, it obtained 69%
and the mean of the calculation was 2.07. Thus, Mgang Yala State was recorded at (73.9) and the
mean of the arithmetic (2.22) indicating that there is a significant interest of those Muslim families in
applications in the selection of Halal foods for their children with the need to work to educate them
