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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to develop a school administration model
for promoting the citizenship of students in basic education in three southern border
provinces. Research methods consist of 4 phases including, phase 1 citizenship
content analysis. This phase studied about the conditions of school administration,
guidelines for promoting the citizenship of students and citizenship that the school
wants to strengthen students. This phase comprises 2 steps as follows, step 1 was
the study of the concepts, theories, documents, text book and related research in
order to formulate research conceptual framework. Step 2 was the study of the
conditions of school administration, guidelines for promoting the citizenship of
students and citizenship that the school wants to strengthen students of schools in
all Primary Educational Service Area Office in Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat each with
a total of 9 schools. Each school had the purposeful selection key informants,
consisting of 1 school administrator, 1 teacher and 1 parent, totaling 27 people,
Data were collected by using semi-structured interview form with in-depth
interviews and analyzed by using content analysis in order to obtain important
issues for drafting of school administration model. In phase 2, drafting the model of
school administration for promoting the citizenship of students in basic education in
three southern border provinces. This phase conducted by bringing the draft of the
school administration model into focus group discussion with experts. The focus
group discussion for considered the appropriateness and feasibility of the draft of
the school administration model for promoting the citizenship of students in basic
education in three southern border provinces. In phase 3, the development of
school administration model for promoting the citizenship of students in schools by
trialing and developing together with 9 schools under the Primary Educational
Service Area Office in three southern border provinces for 1 semester in order to
monitor and develop the school administration model for 2 times. And phase 4,

the summarization and confirmation of the model of school administration for



promoting the citizenship of students in basic education in three southern border
provinces. This phase conducted by bringing the draft of the school administration
model which had been trialed and developed together with schools into focus
group discussion with experts. The focus group discussion aimed to confirm the
school administration model for promoting the citizenship of students in basic
education in three southern border provinces.

The research was found that the school administration model for promoting
the citizenship of students in basic education in three southern border provinces
was characterized as a system management model which has 3 components as
follows,

1. Input : The school have studied the policies and laws that are relevant to
the goals of educational management, citizenship guidelines, guidelines for
promoting morality and ethics and to study students individually.

2. Process : Including, 1) School administration for promoting the citizenship
of students. 2) Teaching and learning management promoting the citizenship of
students. and 3) Organizing extra activities promoting the citizenship of students.

3. Output : Including the citizenship characteristics of students namely, 1)
Discipline, respect the rule of society. 2) Responsible for oneself and others. 3)
Respect the rights, freedom and human dignity and 4) Follow the religious principles.
