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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study political information communication behavior
and to study the decision making on political participation among youths in the three southern
border provinces. This research was a survey research using questionnaires with a sample of youth
aged 18-25 years and domiciled in the three southern border provinces of Pattani, Narathiwat, and
Yala, classified by habitat. Comprising 330 people in urban and rural communities by random
sampling method and data analysis using percentage, mean, frequency, and standard deviation.
The results showed that:

1. Political information communication behavior

1.1 The need for political information, overall was at a more level (X = 4.17), with
the highest need for information on starting political discussions (X = 4.27), followed by information
on political campaign participation (X = 4.26) and required information about participation in
political party activities (X = 4.26).

1.2 The political information seeking, overall was at a more level (X = 3.54) with
the highest search for political information from internet sources (X = 4.41), followed by political
organization sources (X = 3.80) and personal information sources (X = 3.52).

1.3 The political information Using, overall was at a moderate level (X = 3.47), with
the highest use of political information on the use of voting rights (X = 3.83), followed by the use
of political information to show interest in political activities. (X = 3.77) and use political information
to participate in political campaigns (X = 3.71).

2. Exposure to political information, the telephone is the most common social networking
tool for information exposure, for the most part political information exposure is obtained by means
of hearing from political conversations. However, the nature of political information received mostly
in the form of political party advertisements through radio, television, and social networks, thinking
that the quality of political information received mostly meets the needs to political decision.

3. The decision on political participation, overall was at a moderate level (X = 3.33), with
the highest participation in voting rights (X = 3.79), followed by the expression of interest in political
activities (X = 3.64) and soliciting others to select their sponsors (X = 3.36). The least amount of
political participation decisions made in contributions and fundraising, which was in the Moderate

level (X = 2.97).
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
