“The Transformation of Thai Buddhists’” Way of Life after the Southern Violence in
the Three Southernmost Provinces of Thailand since B.D. 2547 — 2554 : Case Studies of Moo
4 Tumbol Lumphraya, Amphur Maung, Yala Province” is a continuance research of “The
Transformation and Adaptation of Thai Buddhists’ Way of Life after the Southern Violence in
the Three Southernmost Provinces of Thailand: Case Studies of Moo 4 Tumbol Lumphraya,
Amphur Maung, Yala Province”

The purpose for this research is to study the changes of Buddhist Thai lifestyle in all
aspects affected from turmoil.

Data was collected from documentary research, electronics database and
Anthropology fieldwork, participant observation, informal interview and in-depth interview.

217 people were interviewed, 104 were from Moo 4 and 16 people were the key
informants.

131 days fieldwork (not excluding from 17 days preliminary research).

The study shows that - Family aspect : (i) more communications within family by
way of technology, (i) no affect on feeding children and birth planning, Economics aspect :
(i) affected people that work in dangerous area or have to travel through dangerous area, (ii)
lower price of agricultural products which have short lifetime or which could not modify, (iii)
affected on money borrowing in the early stage, Political aspect : (i) more security activities,
(i) more cooperation between local security agency and central security agency, (i) more
field inspection by high level security agency personal, Educational aspect : (i) less efficient,

(ii) less study trips, Religious and believe aspects : (i) night activities to be held early than
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
