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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the prevalence of chronic kidney disease (CKD) and
to identify body massindex (BMI), hypertension (HT) co-morbidity, diabetes mellitus
(DM) co-morbidity, dyslipidemia co-morbidity, thiazide use, anti-gout and serum uric
acid associated with CKD among gout patients in Nongjik hospital, Pattani Province.
Medical records of the patients from January 2004 to December 2010 were reviewed.
CKD was defined as estimated glomerular filtration rate (eGFR) less than 60
ml/min/1.73 m?. eGFR was calculated by using the simplified Modification of Diet in
Renal Disease (MDRD) equation. Multiple logistic regression was used to identify the

association between possible determinant factors and CKD.

Of the total 167 patients, the prevalence of CKD with the calculated MDRD equation
was 54.5% (95% confidence interval (Cl) 46.6-62.2). Factors associated to CKD
include HT (aOR 3.02; 95% CI 1.35-6.77), dydlipidemia (aOR 2.21; 95% CI 1.13-
4.29) and serum uric acid (aOR 2.30; 95% CI 1.16-4.56). BMI, DM co-morbidity,

thiazide use and anti-gout were not found to be associated with CKD.
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
