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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to monitor and evaluate academic service
projects for society in reaction, learning, behavior and result aspects of Faculty of Fine
and Applied Arts, Prince of Songkla University. The population was 122 people (not
double counting) who participated academic service projects for society for six years
during year 2008-2013. They are 33 teachers from the schools in southernmost
provinces of Thailand, 36 students, 23 freelance artists and 30 people who are interested.
The tools used to collect data were questionnaire and focus group discussion.
Descriptive Statistics and Chi-square were used to analysis data.

The result revealed that the efficiency of academic service projects for society in

reaction aspects is at medium level (X = 3.38), the efficiency of society academic
service projects in learning and behavior aspects are at high level (X =4.02) and
(X =3.65) respectively. While, the efficiency of academic service projects for society

in result aspects is at medium level (X =3.15).

When studying the relationship between the efficiency of academic service
projects for society in reaction and personal aspects found that age, education level and
career of participants is significant relationship. While, the relationship between the
efficiency of academic service projects for society in reaction and personal aspects
found that age of participants is significant relationship. However, when studying the
relationship between the efficiency of academic service projects for society in behavior
and personal aspects found that education level and career of participants is significant
relationship. The relationship between the efficiency of academic service projects for
society in result and personal aspects found that age, religion and career of participants

is significant relationship.
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
