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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study 1) the characteristics of educational system in
Islam, 2) educational thoughts in Islam, and 3) learning process in Islam. The research procedure
employed was based on documentary analysis by which data was collected from al-Qur’an, al-
Hadith, and views of Muslim scholars and then contend analyzed.

The results are revealed as follows:

1) Educational system in Islam is God embedded, universal, inclusive, perfect,
flexible, and relevant to human nature. It is also applicable to the present time.

2) Islamic education in Islam is rooted in three main sources i.e., al-Qur’an,
al-Hadith, and Muslim scholars’ views. Its objective is to cater for learners to be committed to
their faith and loyal to Almighty God. It is also life long learning

3) Learning process in Islam comprises various significant elements i.e.,
inclusive and well-balanced syllabus; effective learning activities ; relevant instructional media;
effective instructional process; and constant measurement and assessment. In addition, leaming
process in Islam is dependent neither on fitted forms nor any methods of teaching. Rather, it is

varied depending on learners’ capabilities and not against the tenets of Islam
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
