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ABSTRACT

This qualitative research aimed to study 1) context of Pakbangtawa village;
2) Muslim gender role and fisheries resource management; and 3) identify internal and external
factors effecting fisheries resource management. Seventeen subjects of the study included 6
fisherman couples, and 5 official leaders and non-official leaders. Research instrument were
in-depth interview, group discussion, and non-participatory observation. The research data was
analyzed using descriptive content analysis.

The findings revealed that Ban Pakbangtawa was a fisherman village in which
its people were Muslims. Their houses were cluster. At present, due to the decrease numbers of
marine resources, destruction of mangrove forest, and construction of infrastructure, each family
adapted themselves to the changes and tried to find other jobs to support the family.

Role and fishery job division among the family member was divided according
to type of task and physical differences. Regarding family life, subjects followed the rules of
Islamic law, so women had to go fishing and help in carrying the fishing tools. They sent news to
relatives and neighborhoods, and help in community activities. For participation in fishing
activities about fisheries resource management, men were more active in planning and taking
action than women, while they were equal in sharing interest. However, both genders didn’t
involve in evaluation.

Leader aspects and government organization aspects had an effect on fisheries

resource management of the community.
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
