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ABSTRACT

This research was aimed at 1) studying a teaching practices according to the
prophet’s approach for religious teachers in Islamic Private School under Yala Educational
Service Area  Office One, 2) to compare the teaching practices according to the prophet’s
approach for religious Teachers in Islamic Private School under Yala Educational Service Area
Office One by based on different genders, ages, educational levels, subjects, teaching
experiences and a school sizes, 3) and to propose guidelines for improving the teaching practices
according to the prophet’s approach for religious teachers under Islamic Private School under
Yala Educational Service Area Office One. A sample consisted of 297 Islamic-religious teachers
randomly selected from totaling 922 of the population. Data was collected through
questionnaires. The analysis of data was based on percentage mean, standard deviation, t- test
and a F test.

The research findings show asfollows :

1. The teaching practices according to the Prophet’s approach for Religious
Teachers in Islamic Private School under Yala Educational Service Area Office One are mostly
in the best level.

2. The result of preparation for the teaching practices according to the Prophet’s
approach for religious teachers in Islamic Private School under Yala Educational Service Area
Office One is different, regarding to gender, the teaching method, the teaching experience, the

educational level, the school size . Their teaching methods are at .05 level.
