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ABSTRACT

This study investigated people’s participation in the development of the Halal
Food Industrial Estate in Tha Su Village, Ban Nam Bo Sub-District, Panare District, Pattani
Province. The objectives were to study the involvement of local people in the development of the
Halal Food Industrial Estate in Pattani. Qualitative research methodologies such as in-depth
interviews of 19 key informants and community leaders, non-participatory observations and
community study were used in this research. Research findings pointed out that the physical
geography of the Pattani Halal Food Industrial Estate was suitable for establishing a Halal Food
Industrial Estate and that agricultural products of the people living the settlement could be imported
to the Halal Food Industrial Estate but there were not enough for the demands of the manufacturing
base. The participation of the community and Pattani Halal Food Industrial Estate development
project was limited only among community leaders and landlords in the project area. This research
did not find any people’s participation both in planning and stakeholder; opinion expression,
consultation and making decision. The lack of local’s participation resulted in the lack of
transparency in land purchases. Besides, even though the construction of the industrial estate in the
area and land prices had been announced unclear information about the purposes of the use of the
lands which lead to displeasure of some residents. Thasu Community had two positive perspectives
about the Halal Food Industrial Estate. Firstly, the Halal Food Industrial Estate provided the people
with employments and secondly, the community became a tourist attraction. However, it was
worrying that the industrial estate development may cause negative both social and environmental

effects.
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
