ABSTRACT

This research aimed 1) to study the factor influencing Pondoks to
remain in their traditional system after 2005, 2) to study the satisfaction levels remain
in their traditional system, 3) to operate guidelines to promote and develop the
traditional system of sustainable Pondoks.

This research was a survey research. The researcher was scoped
sample group by using simple random sampling, collected Pondoks in Chana district
of Songkhla province with registered five schools determining sample group
according to the Krejcie and Morgan table include 232 people, and determined
interviewee 10 people. The instruments were a questionnaire and a structured
interview form.

The research resulted in finding that the factor influencing Pondoks to
remain in their traditional system after 2005 were 1) Religion factors 2) Education
Factors 3) Social factors 4) Economic factors 5) The preservation of tradition and
culture factor, and found that the most third priority factors influencing Pondok as
1)Tok Guru need to carry down islamic principles to future generations as be the
highest level (71.1%), 2) The traditional system of Pondok emphasizes the knowledge
from the al-Quran and al-Sunnah according to the Shafi'i school as be the medium
level (67.7), and 3) Pondok as a source of identity of muslim Malay were the dress of
student in Pondok and the learning with kitab (62.9).

The satisfaction level of the traditional system of Pondok, it was found
that satisfaction level in Tok Guru is at the highest level ( X) = 4.21, S.D. = 0.63.
Second, the satisfaction level in student is at the high level ( x) = 4.15, S.D. = 0.64,
the characteristics of teaching and learning is at the high level (x) =4.12, SD. = 0.63,

the curriculum evaluation is at the high level ( x) =3.86, S.D. = 0.71, the learning
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location is at the high level ( x ) = 3.48, S.D. = 0.94, and the dormitory is at the lowest
level (X ) =3.44,S.D. =1.08.

The guidelines to promote and develop the traditional system of
sustainable Pondok divided into four parts including

1) The learning and teaching system in Pondok.

2) The personnel.

3) Infrastructure: Pondok buildings, dormitory, Balai.

4) Public utility systems.
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
