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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to examine and compare states, problems of intensive
Islamic studies curriculum administration in the public schools, Songkhla Province and to propose
guidelines of Intensive Islamic studies curriculum administration in the Schools. The key
informants included 12 informants of interview data and 155 informants of quantitative data
consisting of administrators, heads of academic administration unit and intensive Islamic studies
teachers. A mixed method research design which based on exploratory design for developing
instrument was used in this research. The statistics employed to analyze the data consists of
percentage, average, standard deviation, T ( t-test) and F ( F-test) and content analysis for
qualitative data.

The findings of this studies were as follows: the overall level of states, problems
of intensive Islamic studies curriculum administration in the public schools, Songkhla Province is
high in all dimensions. The results of the comparison of states, problems of intensive Islamic
studies curriculum administration of administrators, heads of academic administration nit and
intensive Islamic studies teachers in the Schools based on sex, work positions, age showed that
there were no significant differences between groups with respect to this demographic data.
However, the level of problems of intensive Islamic studies curriculum administration was found
to have a statistically significant difference between group with respect to educational
qualification and work experiences at 0.05.

The proposed suggestions and guidelines of intensive Islamic studies curriculum
administration in the public schools, Songkhla Province are 1) on the preparation for curriculum

administration, there shall be a practical training conducted for administrators, heads of academic
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administration unit and intensive Islamic studies teachers. The recruitment of the right teachers
who graduated directly from Islamic studies program must be done and the government and
private department as well as community need to provide a supporting budget to promote the
teaching and learning management of Islamic studies. 2) On the curriculum implementation plan,
all parties involved in the teaching of intensive Islamic studies must work collaboratively in the
planning of curriculum implementation. Their plan on the curriculum implementation must be
clear and consistent in order to make curriculum modification be congruent with the curriculum
structure for both subjects and studiestime.3) On the curriculum administration operation (the
curriculum implementation), teachers should manage the teaching and learning according to the
curriculum structure, use subject contents integration in teaching and use a variety of teaching
technique and interested teaching Medias. In addition, the government department should made a
budget allocation for Islamic studies books and studies materials which are to be used for
supporting the teaching and learning. 4) On the supervision, monitoring, follow-up and internal
evaluation, the schools should appoint a supervisory board for Islamic studies, make a
collaborative planning on supervision, specify an instrument to be used, conduct supervision and
make a summary and report the supervision results to the concern individuals and community. In
addition, the agency that oversees Islamic studies should come to the schools to give supervision

on the management of teaching and learning Islamic studies regularly.
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
