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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study The autobiography of

Sayyidah A’ishah s, the backgroud of Surat al-Nisa’, and analyze Qur’anic

Commentary by A’ishahgs. The data used in the study are collected from primary

and secondary sources. The analysis of the data uses Usal Tafsir, Ulam al-Hadis and
Imam shafie’s Tarjth methods.

The research found that Sayyidah A’ishah was a woman who knew
Qur’anic Commentary very well and hence recognized by the companions. Surat
al-Nisa is related to women and is important and useful for practical use in daily life.
The ways that A’ishah used in explaining the Qur’anic verses are; 1) Commentary by
ljtihad 2) Clarification from Prophet Muhammad’s Traditions, 3) Commentary
method of Atifee, 4) Method of clarification of Wasfi, 5) Commentary method of

Naklee. In each method commentary, Sayyidah A’ishah gs had used a similar

phrase, namely 1) Hikmah phrase, 2) Mauesoh phrase, and 3) Kudwah Hasanah

phrase. And every Ayat mentioned in Stirat al-Nisa’ has direct and indirect lessons.
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
