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ABSTRACT

The present study aimed to 1) examine states and problems of teaching and
learning Islamic studies in the selected public schools that implement intensive Islamic studies
curriculum in Narathiwat province, 2) compare states and problems of teaching and learning
Islamic studies in the selected public schools based on gender, work positions, religious and
academic educational qualifications and 3) compile suggestions regarding guidelines for
development of teaching and learning Islamic studies in the schools.

The research questionnaire data was collected from 224 randomly selected
Islamic studies teachers from the selected public schools that implement intensive Islamic
studies curriculum, under the educational service area 1, 2 and 3 in Narathiwat province. The

interview data was collected from 9 purposely selected school administrators.

The Results of the Study

1. The overall level and each dimension’s level of states of teaching and learning Islamic
studies, as perceived by Islamic studies teachers, were high. Whereas the overall level and each
dimension’s level of problems in teaching and learning Islamic studies, as perceived by Islamic
studies teachers, were moderate.

2. The results of comparison of the states of teaching and learning Islamic studies, as
perceived by Islamic studies teachers, based on gender, work positions, religious and academic
educational qualifications showed that there were no overall significant differences between
groups with respect to this demographic data.
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3. On guidelines for development of teaching and learning Islamic studies in the selected
public schools that implement intensive Islamic studies curriculum, the study suggested that
the schools must focus heavily on the development of teaching and learning media by way of
producing different types of modern instructional devices and materials that can be used by

Islamic studies teacher in the teaching and learning process.
