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ABSTRACT 

The project of research and development, healing reconciliation and 

strengthening wellbeing of community in deep south of Thailand The purpose of the project 

were 1) to support research on the impact of unrest in southern Thailand to orphans, 

disadvantaged children, elderly, and community, 2) to buil€i strength young developers in 

solving problem of communities affected by the unrest including health, environment, and 

social problems in the area, and 3) to create working networks in caring for orphans, 

disadvantaged children, elderly, and community. This project conducted in three villages 

including 1) Ban Chelako, Moo 6, Manang Dalam sub-district, Sai Buri district, Pattani 

province, 2) Ban Batugo, Moo 4, Huai Krathing sub-district, Kr6ng Pinang district, Yala . 
province, and 3) Ban Khok Yang, Moo 5, Phron sub-district, Tak Bai district, Narathiwas 

province. 

The current project was an action research, Quantitative and qualitative were 

collected. Researchers lived in the community until the end of the project by having the 

mentors in community as advisor and taking care of. The researchers were participated in 

community activities to build familiarity and trust from the community. This was the process 

of building young researcher to learn real problems and needs of the community. 

Furthermore, there were the activities that the researchers together with villagers conducted 

based on research objectives including annual community activities. 'The project also include 

developing potential of the researchers in various fields as researchers need and give the 

benefit to the area through training from experts such as the training of approach to learn 

community, the training of developing research problems, and the training of writing 

research reports and manuscripts, etc. However, researchers were required to do the 

research in quantitative and qualitative at least one topic supervising by a university 

professors that were a researcher as well. 

After conducting community forums, all three areas had the same research 

target groups: children and youth. The results were found that the children and youth of 

Ban Chelako, Manang Dalam, Saiburi, Pattani had shown being assertive, leadership, 

volunteer spirit. They were able to be a mentor to take care of the younger ones. There 

were various activities creating by the researcher in the village. Other results of the project 

were building the young leader in the village and gathering 10-15 elderly via the exercise 

activity on every Saturday and Sunday. For Ban Batugo, Huai Krathing, Krong Pinang, Yala, it 

was found that orphans and disadvantaged children had assertiveness, more confident in 

communicating, inspired in studying, seeing the importance of studying whether in academic 

education, religious education, and AL'Quran. In addition, there were the organizations both 

from inside and outside the area conducting the activities involving in developing the 

potential of the children and youth by giving a well hand of the people in the community 

such as community leader, teachers in Tadika School, religious leader, and village health 



volunteer. There were the networks of children and youth both inside and outside the area 

to drive t he activities together such as English guide team, Anak Bumi team, the association 

of youth potential development in southern border Thailand, and the child and youth group 

from Huai Krathing District. Lastly, Ban Khok Yang, Phron, Tak Bai, Narathiwas, it was found 

that there were formed more often of the Islam and Buddhism children and youths. They 

joined the activities together building a good relationship with each other. The children and 

youths had a better understanding of how to use media. Their parents had more 

understanding of how to taking care of and using positive communication with the children. 
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
