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ABSTRACT

This study was aimed at (1) investigating the Problems of the Implementation of
the Curriculum of Islamic Studies in the Government Schools of Narathiwat Primary Education
Service Area Office 1 (2) comparing the Problems of the Implementation of the Curriculum of
Islamic Studies in the Government Schools of Narathiwat Primary Education Service Area
Office 1 among the participants with different genders, ages, education and working experiences,
and (3) collecting suggestions as guidelines on development of the Curriculum of Islamic Studies
in the Government Schools of Narathiwat Primary Education Service Area Office 1

The participants included 154 directors, heads of academic department and
Islamic studies teachers of the public schools under Narathiwat Primary Education Service Area
Office 1 obtained through stratified and random samplings. Data were collected through
questionnaires and analyzed through a statistical program by using percentages, means, standard
deviations, t-test and f-test.

The findings indicated the following:

1.In overall, the Problems of the Implementation of the Curriculum of Islamic
Studies According to the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E.2551 in the Government Schools
of Narathiwat Primary Education Service Area Office 1, were found at a moderate level
(§=2.80,S.D.=0.65). In consideration of specific aspects, the highest means were found at the

application of teaching materials (§=3.22,S.D.=0.79),the teaching  management
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(§ =2.72,S.D.=0.87), the implementation of curriculum (§ =2.62,S.D.=0.87), and the assessment
and evaluation (§ =2.62,S.D.=0.65), respectively.

2.In comparison of the Problems of the Implementation of the Curriculum of
Islamic Studies According to the Basic Education Core Curriculum B.E.2551 in the Government
Schools of Narathiwat Primary Education Service Area Office 1, no difference was discovered,
in overall, among the participants with different genders, ages, general education, and working
experiences. However, the problem levels were found significantly different among the

participants with different Islamic education (p = .05).
